VOCA Volunteer Activities: Services to Children
Education Advocacy 
· Contact with child’s teacher, school counselor, principal or other school official.
· Attend ARD meetings.
Medical Advocacy

· Contact with child’s doctor, psychologist, psychiatrist, or other medical personnel.

Visits

Supervision with CASA Staff

· Any contact (email, mail, fax, phone, or in-person) with CASA of Walker County staff regarding casework, advocacy, fund raising, training, or any issue related to CASA.
Documentation (Direct Services)

· Taking notes on the CPS case file at the CPS office.
· Taking notes on the CASA case file at the CASA office.
· Documentation on any case of the above direct services to a case.
Training

· Attending Pre-Service Training.
· Attending In-Service Training and other professional training related to child advocacy and case specific issues (CASA Executive Director’s approval needed).
· Self-Study on child advocacy and case specific issues (CASA Executive Director’s approval needed).
Other Volunteer Activity (non-VOCA)

Court Room Advocacy

· The time spent at court waiting for your case to be heard. 
· Do not include the actual time that the case is being heard by the judge.
· Do not include the time it took to drive to/from court.
Court Reports/Documentation

· Writing and preparing a court report
· Reviewing the case to gather information to write a court report
Fundraising

· Actual time spent assisting with a CASA fundraiser (Ex. Skeet Shoot, April Initiative, Bowling Tournament).
Other Training
· Training on how to fundraise.
· Training on how to write a court report.
