CASA Volunteer Qualifications:

1. Willing to commit at least one year of time to work a case

2. Able to interview a variety of sources (teachers, relatives, etc.)

3. Able to effectively communicate orally and in writing

4. Mature in dealing with emotional situations

5. Willing to demonstrate sensitivity to cultural and ethnic differences

6. Willing to go through an in-depth training program

7. Able to pass an extensive background check

8. Over the age of 2l
Volunteer Training Acceptance Procedures:

1. Complete a Volunteer Application

2. Complete a personal interview with CASA staff

3. Provide information for 3 references, including names, complete addresses and telephone numbers

4. Provide a signed and  notarized Request for Child Abuse/Neglect Central Registry and DPS Criminal Background Check

5. Provide a copy of driver’s license and current auto insurance

Final Requirement for Volunteer Advocate Certification

1. Successful completion of 30-hour CASA pre-service training

2. Sign a Volunteer Job Description and Commitment Form

3. Be sworn in by the judge
